· Partnered with John Morris of Alberta in the 2018 Canadian Mixed Doubles Olympic Trials held in Portage la Prairie where a round robin record of 5-3 allowed them to qualify for the playoff round. They then qualified for the Page Playoff round but lost the 1 vs 2 game, however, they won the semi-final and a rematch with Val Sweeting and Brad Gushue which they won to earn a coveted spot in the 2018 Olympic Mixed Doubles Competition in Pyeongchang, South Korea.

· At the Olympics they lost their first game to Norway then reeled off six straight victories to qualify for the playoffs defeating Norway in their rematch in the semi-final culminating in their defeat of the Swiss team to claim the gold medal.

· With John Morris became the first two time Olympic champion in curling. 

· Became the first curler to win gold in consecutive Olympics.

· Was previously inducted into the Manitoba Curling Hall of Fame with the 2014 Jennifer Jones Olympic Champion Team in 2015.
